Dear readers,

The moment when the Deputy Governor of the Zlin Region, Mr.
Jaroslav Drozd, put his pen on the paper of the Common Resolution
for the Baltic — Adriatic Corridor and signed it under the eyes of the
Vice President of the European Commission — Commissioner for
Transport Antonio Tajani — and the representatives of other 11
Regions from Poland to Italy was the most important one not only of
the Open Days 2009, but of the whole presence of the Zlin Region in
Brussels since 2004.

It was the 6™ of October 2009 and we were all at the European
Parliament, together with more than 200 regional representatives,
EU officers, experts and journalists from a wide number of EU
countries and the ceremony for the signature of the Common
Resolution was extremely important.

Partner Regions underlined their interest in the realization of this
major multimodal transport axe that will contribute in speeding up
the connections between Central Europe and the main port terminal
in North and Mediterranean Europe.

The reasons why the Zlin Region is supporting the project are
however connected also to the local dimension of the transport
networks: if the European Union decides to support the realization of
the Corridor, then the funds could be used also to improve the quality
of the regional infrastructures. In fact the principle is that all the
roads and railways linking the EU main axes to the local communities
are eligible to the European funding.

That's why the inclusion of the Zlin Region in the Corridor is so
important: it can help for the realization of the regional airport, for
the improvement of the local road system, for the modernization of
the railway and logistic platforms in the whole Region.

Of course, there is still a lot of job to do, but we are here for that!

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~GLOBAL CHALLENGES, BIRTH RESPONSES"

As in the previous editions, even this year took the ZIlin Region in Brussels an active part in the
Open Days and together with other members of the partnership BIRTH, it prepared a tough
program that focused on issues of health care. The program of events was defined with
specific attention to one of the main challenges that the European Regions are called to face
presently and - most probably - in the near future: the health conditions of the citizens. Short
welcoming speech was presented by Vesna Caminades, representative of the South Tyrol’s
Office in Brussels, who was also in charge of the organizational matters of both seminars.
Registered people had the opportunity to participate in both morning and afternoon sessions,
to which contributed speakers from nearly all the regions participating in this project.

SEMINAR 1: Focusing on citizens: Innovative policies for health

The moderator of this seminar was Dr. Vincenzo Costigliola, president of EMA (the European Medical
Association), who in his initial speech emphasized the importance and goals of the European Health
System.

The first speaker was Olivier Brunet from the European Commission, GD Research B 4 Regions of
Knowledge, who introduced the initiative of FP7 2007-2013, fields of its research, expected outcome and
impact, such as economic growth or competitiveness.

The thematic field of the next presentation was mostly the essential promotion of healthy lifestyle
through all kinds of programmes and activities. The author of this presentation was Florian Zerzer, Head
of Unit of the Provincial Ministry in charge of Health, Social Affairs and Family of South Tyrol and he went
into further details concerning this topic in the afternoon session.

Jacek Kaperczak informed the participated audience about Cardiologic Centres in Opolski Region and
after a short coffee-break, he was followed by José Clerigues-Belloch, Director General de Farmacia y
Productos Sanitarios, who earned people’s attention thanks to his speech about electronic evidence of
patients, based on which medical receipts are provided to patients and at the same time the evidence of
patients' history is kept.

The very last presenter of the morning’s session was Beata Habekova, Head of Unit of Social Services,
Trencin Region, who focused on regional social institutions and provided services.

After each presentation there was Q&A part, which the participants took full advantage of. The biggest
discussion however aroused after the presentation of Mr. Clerigues-Belloch, when people talked about
advantages and disadvantages of patient’s electronic evidence, the issue of moral aspect etc. The
seminar was evaluated as a successful one, as for exchange of information, contacts and possibility of
future cooperation with the regional partners and businesses.

SEMINAR 2: Networkig Workshop: Success stories in applied innovations for
health

The second part of the program focused on particular projects on health precaution and services provided
outside hospital facilities. Moderator of the workshop Dr. Gabriel Pastorino introduced the main goals of
the European Centre for Health Policy operating within the World Health Organization, stressed the
general importance of implementing new trends into the health care sector and emphasized the necessity
of their intensive development. He also outlined the main challenges connected with implementation of
the projects that can be mainly found in technological progress and regional convergence.

This topic was further analyzed by the EC Policy Officer from Directorate General for Health (DG SANCO)
Marie Lagarrigue, who presented the essential features of the EU Health Strategy. She underlined the
potential arising from regional and local level of cooperation, and openness to innovative projects and
research that can help to face global challenges and offer effective solutions to current economic crisis in
the health care field.

Representative of the Lombardia Region Roberto Zuffada, from Directorate General for Health,
International Health Projects section, introduced a regional health care model SISS (The Health and
Social IT Service System), based on digitalization and electronic data processing system for both patients
and health service operators. Also in this case the important aspects of data protection, extension of the
project to other regions and full compatibility were not left behind.

After the speech of Florian Zerzer, who took up his previous morning presentation, the next speaker,

Under Secretary Juan Alfonso Bataller from the Regional Health Service of the Valencia region,

presented the electronic eHealth system project based on Smart Cards and operating with Population

Information System (SIP). All the presented projects have brought inspiration for regional cooperation

enhancement and providing more effective services in precaution and health care areas towards the
patient.
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GREAT SUCCESS OF JAREK NOHAVICA

Jarek Nohavica, Czech folk singer and songwriter, came to
Brussels! The long-expected concert, co-organized by the
office of Zlin Region in Brussels, took place on 6th October
in the Theatre Saint Michel. His fans waited long for such
an occasion, but the waiting was more than worth it. There
was an amazing atmosphere and great emotions, loud
laugh, tense silence, audience singing along and finally
there was a big applause.

In two hours,
Mr.Nohavica performed his songs, the older ones, that everyone knew and sang along, but also the new
ones, called ,Virtualky" (Virtuals). In these musical feuilletons, Mr.Nohavica expresses simple thoughts
and situations of everyday life. The audition could enjoy 7 out of these Virtuals. A very pertinent (and
obviously intended) choice came with the song ,Mamo, svaz mi mij ranec" (Mom, pack up my bundle),
as it humorously addressed the very front rows of the auditorium taken by the political notables of the
Czech Republic and Slovakia. We had the honour to welcome His Excellency, Mr.Vladimir Mdller, the
Ambassador of the Czech Republic to Belgium, Ms.Milena Vicenova, the Czech Ambassador to the EU, Mr.
Peter Sopko, the Ambassador of the Slovak Republic to Belgium, Radko Martinek, Stanislav Eichler and
Josef Novotny, the governors of the Pardubice, Liberec and Karlovy Vary regions, and other
representatives of the European Parliament and the European Commission.

As always, Mr. Nohavica played the whole concert without assistance and accompanied himself on guitar
and accordion. The whole performance was enlivened by an aria from one of the most famous Czech
operas ,Prodana Nevesta™ which Mr. Nohavica sang without a microphone. The audience could enjoy the
concert in an outstanding quality thanks to the sound distribution of the building and excellent team of
sound technicians. Also Mr.Nohavica used this opportunity to the best account and he fiddled incredibly
with the acoustics in the song “Plebs-Blues”.

After the performance the singer welcomed and joined the political representation in the VIP lounge in
Theatre Saint Michel where a small reception was held. On this occasion the organizers presented
Mr.Nohavica with a book representing the Zlin Region called “Phenomenon Bata” as gratitude.

The “Baltic-Adriatic Corridor” is a railway axe imagined to connect ' e

the Baltic Port terminals through Poland, Czech Republic, Austria up

to the North Adriatic Sea. From north to south, the axe would pass

through Poland, split into two branches - the former entering into Czech Republic in Moravia Silesia,
passing through the Olomouc Region (close to the future airport terminal in Prerov), the Zlin Region (with
a link to Otrokovice), and South Moravia (Brno); the latter going to Bratislava - then merge again in
Vienna and move southward to Friuli Venezia Giulia, Veneto and Emilia Romagna, ending up in Bologna.

The Representative Office of the Zlin Region in Brussels has directly contributed to the preparation of the
document by managing the formal inclusion of the section “Ostrava - Prerov (Otrokovice) — Brno”.

This strategic transport corridor can significantly improve the agricultural development of the Zlin Region.
»~The creation of new multimodal transport corridor, which will be part of the main axe of Trans-European
TEN-T Networks, is both challenge and new opportunity for :
concrete development of partnership cooperation between
states and regions. We believe we will observe many
synergetic effects, e.g. within its framework we will make an
effort to develop the railway, road and air transport in the
Zlin Region," stated the vice-president of the Zlin Region
Jaroslav Drozd when signing the document.

The whole event was held in sort of ceremonial spirit, not
only because of the programme of the signing itself, but also
because of the high-ranking political representatives who
participated it. Short initial speech was given by the vice-
president of European Commission Antonio Tajani and
member of European Parliament Hella Ranner, who spoke Vice-governor of the Zlin Region Jaroslav
both in German and English language. Drozd

Later on the attention was mostly paid
to the representatives of participated
regions.

The order, in which they signed the
Common Resolution, went from north to
south, as the Corridor linked the
regions. Each of the representatives
made a short speech afterwards,
concerning the benefits and advantages
the Corridor will provide to the regions.
Most of the time they spoke in their
mother tongue which was translated
into English using electronic slides. The
ceremony was concluded with a group
photography.

Amongst other important guests, there
was also the Chairman of the EP
Transport Committee Brian Simpson,
MEP representing the Zlin Region Olga Sehnalova and other distinguished political representatives of
participated regions and European Instututions.
