You can now phone home on your mobile without worrying
about excessive charges - within the EU, you will now pay no more
than €49 cents a minute to make a call and €24 cents to receive one.

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WHAT® NEW IN BRUSSELS?

According to the European Treaties, the EU
Council Presidency is held successively by
each Member-State for a period of six
months. The rotation system is pre-
established by the Council itself, currently
until June 2020.

Portugal is to carry out this task for the
third time after the previous Presidencies
of 1992 and 2000, taking over from
Germany that finished its mandate on 1
July 2007 and handing over to Slovenia on
31 December 2007.

During this six-month period, the Member-
State which holds the Presidency plays an
essential role in the following areas:

- the holding of meetings of the European
Council and of the EU Summit

- the relationship with the other
Institutions of the European Union

-in internationally representing the Council
of the Union
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New Semester of EU Presidency:
Portugal presents its priorities

A new Treaty for the European Union approved by
October 2007 is the priority number one set out by
the Portuguese for their time at the Presidency of
the European Council.

At the end of the EU Summit on 21 and 22 June,
Portuguese prime minister José Sécrates announced
that the Portuguese presidency would aim for
negotiations to start already on 23 July. Over several
months, this "intergovernmental conference" would
see representatives from the EU's member countries
drawing up the future EU Treaty. This will establish
the rules for making the EU functioning even with 27
and more Member States.

Other priorities of this ambitious Presidency include
the preparation of the next round of the EU strategy
for economic growth and job creation which the
Portuguese would like to focus more on industrial
innovation; immigration, legal as well as illegal, and
whether more EU countries should join the Schengen
area. Internationally, the Portuguese will concentrate
on relations with Brazil, Africa and the
Mediterranean.

Highlights will be the very first EU-Brazil summit on 4 July, and December's EU-Africa summit, which

should lead to the adoption of a common strategy.

Since January 2007, a new system for the EU's rotating presidency introduced a common programme for
three consecutive presidencies, to ensure continuity of policy. The current "bloc" of presidencies -
Germany, Portugal and Slovenia - have set four top priorities:

¢ drawing up a new treaty
* consolidating the growth and jobs strategy

¢ adapting the EU's security and law and order policies to a changing world

* boosting the EU's role on the international stage

Although the presidency is shared by three countries, each has a six-month period where they are
officially in charge. During its time at the helm, Portugal will set out its own stance on each of the four

priorities.

PORTUGAL

2007

Under the Portuguese Presidency, the review of the common industrial policy and especially in the policy
towards small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs), will merit specific treatment. They are the backbone
of Europe's business sector. The Portuguese Presidency will continue work on the Action Plan for
Innovation and will promote a debate on the future of policy on research and technology in Europe.
Modernising higher education and life-long learning are essential components of this vision.

Finally, the development of tourism and cultural industries are considered important areas for growth and
sustained job creation. Portugal will organise a European Cultural Forum and a European Tourism Forum,
in order to underline the necessity of these areas in our common agenda.

Meeting with Mr. Emilio Caruso at Berlaymont

Mr. Emilio Caruso, Assistant of the European Commission’s Spoke-persons, is an ... institution
within the Institutions! He started working at the European Commission in 1964, when the EU
project was just a dream of 6 Countries, and he is still at his place, in the heart of the EC, with
the same enthusiasm of 43 years ago. "To work here, in touch with all the countries and
cultures of Europe is fascinating ... We started here when nobody but us was really trusting in
an integrated Europe, and we find ourselves today after so many years in a peaceful and
prosperous Union. Our sons and nephews can be proud of the job we have done for them”. Mr.
Caruso is a real friend of all those who work for the European Union, and thus, naturally, is a

good friend of the Zlin Region in Brussels.

The Assistant of the Spoke-persons

Mr. Caruso is accomplishing one of the most
delicate tasks within the European Commission: he
is coordinating the flow of the official information
that goes out from the EC and that the others EU
Institutions send to the Commission. He is daily in
touch with the Spoke-person of the Commission,
nowadays Mr. Laitenberger, and with all the
Spoke-persons of the Commissioners. Every week,
he has to check hundreds of documents and
nothing that has not obtained his “visa” can get
out from the European Commission as an official
paper.

In his 43 years at the EC, he met almost all the
Presidents and the Commissioners that came to
Brussels to serve the cause of an integrated
Europe. He experienced directly all the enlargement
of the Union, from the beginning up to the last one,
in 2007.

Because of his crucial role, Mr. Caruso is well
known by all the journalists and lobbymen in
Brussels who admire him for his devotion to
Europe and his total rectitude in dealing with all
the information of the European Institutions.

The seat of the EC: the Berlaymont

Mr. Caruso works within the seat of the European
Commission, in the Berlaymont Building. On the
occasion of our last meeting, there was the time
for a visit to the Building and for recalling its
history.

The plot of land on which the building was
constructed was originally occupied by the
convent of the Dames du Berlaymont. They
managed an important girls’ school. In the 1960s
to anchor the European presence in Brussels, the
Belgian government bought the plot, and the
Dames du Berlaymont moved to Waterloo.

The Berlaymont was built from 1963 to 1969 and
became the symbol of the European presence in
Brussels. It housed 3,000 Commission civil
servants from 1967 to 1991, when it was
decided that a complete renovation was
necessary and that asbestos protecting the steel
structure had to be removed. The refurbishment
lasted over a decade. There was considerable
criticism of time and cost over-runs of the
project. Now, the building has 240,000 m2 of
floor space on 18 levels, connected by 42 lifts
and 12 escalators. Offices for 3,000 officials and
meeting rooms are in the tower, restaurant and
services, a 900 seat cafeteria, TV studio,
conference rooms, storage rooms, Nordic sauna,
car parking for over 1,100 vehicles and various
services occupy the basement.

FP7

FP7 is the short name for the Seventh Framework
Programme for Research and Technological
Development. This is the EU's main instrument for
funding research in Europe and it will run from
2007 to 2013.

The Seventh Framework Programme is made up of
four Specific programmes plus a fifth specific
programme on nuclear research.

“Cooperation” (collaborative research) is the
program that finances international cooperation
projects across the European Union and beyond in
10 thematic areas, corresponding to major fields in
science and research.

“Ideas” hosts all the activities directly proposed by
the researchers to develop high-level frontier
projects at a European level, building on excellence
in Europe and raising its profile at the international
level.

The “People” program targets the individuals who
are working or who wish to work in the filed of
research and innovation.

The “Capacities” program aims to optimise the use
and development of research infrastructures, while
enhancing the innovative capacities of SMEs to
benefit from research.

In this special section, we describe
the main aims and content of the
four specific programme s of the 7FP.
The first sheet has been published in
the edition on 01 of January 2007.

B Zlinsky kraj v Bruselu
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CAPACITIES PROGRAMME
Budget: €4.2 billion (07-13)

The “Capacities” programme aims to optimise
the use and development of research
infrastructures, while enhancing the innovative
capacities of SMEs to benefit from research.

Research potential of Convergence
Regions
Budget: €370 million

Europe needs to exploit its research potential,
particularly in the less advanced regions that are
remotely situated from the European core of
research and industrial development. A strategy
of inclusiveness can potentially benefit the social
fabric as well as the research community and

the industry, locally and at the level of the
European Research Area.

Taking advantage of the knowledge and
experience existing in other regions of Europe,
this action seeks to upgrade research potential
where needed by providing support in the form
of investment, staff, networking or advice.

The effort is directed at researchers and
institutions of these regions in the public or
private sector.

The research community in the convergence and

outermost regions will be supported as follows:

e Exchanges of research staff between selected
organisations in the convergence regions, and
one or more partner organisations; support to
selected centres of excellence for the
recruitment of incoming experienced
researchers from other EU countries

e Acquisition and development of research
equipment and the development of a material
environment enabling the exploitation of the
intellectual potential to be found in the
selected centres of existing or emerging
excellence in the convergence regions.

e Organisation of workshops and conferences to
facilitate knowledge transfer; promotional
activities as well as initiatives aiming at
disseminating and transferring research results
in other countries and international markets.

e "Evaluation facilities" through which any
research centre in the convergence regions
can obtain an international independent expert
evaluation of the level of their overall research
quality and infrastructures.

Strong synergies will be sought with the EU
regional policy. Actions under this heading will
reinforce the research capacities of the local
centres of excellence which may be met by
Structural and Cohesion funds.
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Open Days 2007: updating of the
organisation by Zlin Region in Brussels

The organization of the 5th edition of the Open
Days - the European Week of Regions and Cities -
is well underway with the Committee of the
Regions, the European Commission and our
conglomerate leaded by ERRIN, the European
Regions for Research and Innovation Network.

The event will bring together 212 Regions and cities
from 33 countries, counting participants not only in
the EU, but also in the associate partners. More
than 5.000 policy experts, investors and regional
officers are expected in Brussels from the 8" to the
11* of October 2007.

During the event, a total of 150 workshops and
sessions aiming at developing potential projects
using the European funds will take place in the
Representative offices present in the capital of
Europe.

The conglomerate leaded by ERRIN will host two of
these seminars.

The Zlin Region in Brussels has given its contribution by inviting Mr. Orlando Arango from the European
Investment Bank, Mrs. Alessandra Perrazzelli, Head of International Affairs of Intesa San Paolo Spa -
representing the potential private investors — and of Mrs. Adriana Cerrettelli, specialized journalist who
will be moderator of one of the seminars. All of them will be among the qualified speakers debating
about the best possible solutions for attracting investments in the Regions and make the EU funds
working at the best for the local development. We wait for the results of their discussions!

Innovation and Research: new website for the SMEs

The European Commission has created a new web site dedicated to the Small and Medium Enterprises
interested in participating to the initiatives of the Seventh Framework Program of research and
development.

This new site replaces the old SME TechWeb site on CORDIS.

Included in the site there is also another link to an online test provided by the Walloon Region of Belgium
which helps a company determine whether or not they fall within the European's definition of Small and
Medium Enterprise. This is a very useful tool for all the themes in the Cooperation Programme as they
include SMEs in their projects.

There is also a publications library, a link to open calls on CORDIS and a page with information on how to
obtain support for participating in the EU research Program.

Czech Presidency at the EU : an open competion for the official logo is announced

The logo is one of many factors that distinguish the EU presidency of individual member states as it
appears on a wide number of official publications and souvenirs.

The Czech government would like that students and art school graduates participate to a tender to
choose the logo that will be used in the various materials produced by the Czech Presidency to the EU,
such as printed and audiovisual materials, gadgets and the institutional website.

The government has not yet set the date when the tender will be announced, but it should happen in the
near future.

The Czech Republic's EU presidency will be held under the motto "Europe without Barriers". Its planned
priorities will include the promotion of European competitiveness, deregulation, emphasis on four
fundamental EU freedoms - freedom of the movement of persons, services, capital and commodities - as
well as the promotion of liberal commercial policy.

The Czech government is to allot 3.3 billion crowns for the preparation of the Czech EU presidency.
