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Dear readers, 

August is the perfect month to put order on the office desks and in 
the archives. With less meetings in the agenda and the telephone 
frequently silent, there is a minimum time left for this important job.  
 

So, I was doing order in my documents and I realised something that 
it should be quite evident even to an external observer: the 
continuous rise of English as Europe's working language. Some years 
ago, I would have had in hands a large number of French, the other 
EU official language, papers. Nowadays they are only a few.  

 

But this is true also for the spoken communication. 
 

 

The EU has now 27 Member States and a total of 23 official 
languages. However, the result is really opposite to that of a new 
Babel tower. In fact, only the most important meetings are supported 
by interpreters. At lower levels, when officers from Prague, Rome, 
Lisbon and Dublin start workling in the same room, English is by far 
the easiest option. 
 

Is this good for Europe? It seems efficient, but sometimes it also 
gives to native English-speakers an unfair advantage. It is far 
easier to defend a point in your mother tongue when engaged in a 
diplomatic discussion. It is also a hard work for even the best non-
native speakers to understand other non-native versions of English, 
not talking about the difficulties to decipher the various accents 
between English and Irish. 
 

Perhaps Brussels will end up accepting its nature of an international 
city, and will switch to English, as if it were a kind of European 
Singapore. For sure living in a multilingual city is not a misfortune, 
it makes life richer and more interesting. It’s just important that we 
try to defend also the other languages and cultures. We are doing 
our part, for example by promoting the Zlin Film Festival in 
Brussels, and we will continue on this way.��

Naturally, the number of participants will depend also from the location of the event. For that reason 
too, contacts are underway for the identification of a cinema or theatre where the event could take 
place. From September on the organizational machine will enter into the operational phase and all the 
details will be defined.
