The Office

has been named coordinator for the participation of the partners to the InvestorsO Cafe, the main event

organised by the Com  mittee of the Regions for attracting investors at the local level. Finally, the Office will

be responsible for the communication activities of the conglomerate in order to raise the attention of the

local communities in partner Regions for the Open Days 20 08.

The promotion of the Region has been realised

notably with the organization of a high level campaign

for the Film Festival ZI'n in Brussels.

Published the new call for proposals 2008

The European Commission has adopted a Work Programme and the call for proposals for the year 2008 to
implement the eContentplus Programme. The call is open for project proposals in the following areas:

N Geographic information

Best practice networks for geographic information and Educational content

N Digital libraries

Best practice net works for interoperability of digital libraries; for the use and services of the of the

European Digital Library

Targeted projects for cultural content and for scientific/scholarly content

A Thematic network for co  -ordinating and suppor ting the Europea n Digital Library

Participation in the eContentplus Programme is open to legal entities established in the EU Member States.
The total budget earmarked for co -financing indirect actions is EUR 42,5 million.

The deadline for receipt of proposals by the C ommission is 12 June 2008 at 17.00 (Luxembourg local
time). Proposals not received by this deadline will not be considered.

Use of European Funds in the Zlin Region
A resume for the Energy Sector

The implementation of first sustainable energy projects supported from Cohesion Fund in the framework
of the Operational Programme Environment for Czech Republic which provides support to projects in
public sector is already underway.

The projects submitted within the 1st Call for Support which was announced in July 2007 and ended

December 2007 are already approved. Out of 150 projects receiving support in the whole Czech Republic,

6 projects submitted by municipalities of ZI'n Region re ceived support in total amount of approx. 66

million CZK (approx. 2,6 million EUR). The projects include 4 energy efficiency projects in public buildings,

a project of solar energy heating of public swimming pool water and a project of utilisation of wast e heat
at the ice stadium. In January 2008, ZI'n Region administration and municipalities with assistance of

Regional energy Agency of ZI'n Region submitted more than 60 project applications for support within the

3rd Call, which was focused at energy effi ciency in school buildings. Regional energy Agency of ZI'n Region

also prepares a portfolio of projects focused on energy efficiency in hospitals and social care facilities to be

submitted within the forthcoming calls of Operational Programme Environment.

At present, besides the Operational Programme Environment, support for sustainable energy projects

developed by SMEs is provided within programme Eko -energie of Operational ProgrammeEntrepreneurship
and Innovation. The deadline for submission of applica tions within the 1st Call was already on 29.
February, next Call is to be announced at the end of this year.

CASE 11

Cryptography, a development key
Based entirely on the intellectual capital of the
prestigious University of Debrecen, the Kripto
research project is bringing cryptography out from
behind the faculty walls to develop innovative
softw are designed to strengthen the security of
computer data in a wide series of applications, thus
contributing in the process leading to the regionOs
development .

With its 26 000 students and 1 700 professors, the
University of Debrecen, HungaryOs second ¢ ity, is one
of the countryOs largest higher educational
establishments and a scientific centre of great
repute.

The Faculty of Computer Studies, which only
recently acquired formal existence, is the fruit of 20

years of programming courses and currently consists
of five departments with an annual intake of 250
students. The variety and level of training in the
information technologies is illustrated by the recent
decision to introduce the country®s brst course in
design.

The course is fully compatible w ith EU standards in
this field, with the result that students can benefit
from academic mobility in the framework of the
European higher education area

However, this vast intellectual potential remains
largely unexploited.

The cases presented in thi s special

section, have been selected among
those published by the EC in ORegions
for Economic ChangeO. The first sheet
has been published in the edition of 31
of October 2007.

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This was a real waste of resources, despite the
fact that it is a vital asset for the economic and
social development of the Eszak  -AlfSld region,
whose per capita GDP was just 37.7 % of the
EU-25 average in 2002 (compared with 58.6 %

for Hungary as a whole)

It was to convert the accumulated knowledge
and know -how into technical re alisations and
economic activity that, in 2004, the university
decided to f ound the Kripto research company,
specialised in cryptographic research and its
applications in the peld of the information
technology.

Launched in February 2005, an initial stage of
the project involved the development of two
prototypes of innovative so  ftware relating to two
technological processes that are essential to
cryptography and thus to the security of
computer data: a new OhashO function generating
module and a new pseudo -random number
generator.

The aim was then be to develop, on the basis of
these prototypes, marketable software to
increase the security of e -government and e -
commerce, online banking, electronic s ignatures
and user identibcation systems.

These are all belds of strategic interest to
European competitiveness.

A pure spin -off of academic knowledge, the
Kripto research project has made it possible not
only to recruit high  -level programmers from the
university, but is also giving undergraduates the
opportunity to participate in its activities through
placements.

The aim of the promoters is to help make the
Eszak-AlfSld region a European competence
centre in the beld of information technologies.

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Removal of East-West border checks
EU flighst from/to the Czech Republic
free

The highly symbolic removal of remaining East b
West border checks is a realit  y since the 31 %
March 2008. This means that citizens in the Onewd
member countries now enjoy passport -free travel
across the EU, less than four years after joining.

It was timed to take effect before Christmas,
making travel easier over the holiday perio d,
especially for those working elsewhere in the
Union, but delayed for operational reasons.

The rules do not yet apply to Bulgaria and
Romania , which joined the EU in January 2007, or
to Cyprus . The counterpart of internal freedom to
travel is tough  controls at the EUQs external
frontiers and closer security cooperation among
national authorities. Existing procedures and
systems to track criminals and terrorists under the
so-called Schengen Agreement have therefore
been extended to the all countries concerned,
including the Czech Republic.

The area of frontier -free travel includes non  -EU members Iceland and Norway. While the United
Kingdom and Irel and belong or will belong to the Schengen system of police and judicial cooperation,
they have opted to retain border controls for all travellers entering their territory.
