In search of light 
In Berlin - Adlershof, a centre of scientific and 
technical excellence is developing a new very high -
brilliance electronic radiation source that will perm it 
many applications in fundamental research, bringing 
major benefits to the region as a result.  
 

Beginning in the early 1980s, a centre of excellence 
has developed in Berlin - Adlershof around the BESSY 
(then BESSY II) synchrotron, at the Science, 
Technolo gy and Media Park (WISTA).  
 

A project for a new high -brilliance synchrotron 
radiation source with ultra - short pulses and using a 
free electron laser (FEL) will permit a major increase 
in the BESSY II performances, with a brilliance about 
a billion times g reater than that obtained at present.  
 

The FEL applications, destined for fundamental 
research, will range from the observation of physical 
phenomena to the design of nanomaterials and 
include semiconductors, chemistry, climatology  
microelectronics, biol ogy, pharmacy and medicine.  
 

They will open up new horizons for BerlinÕs scientiÞc 
community as well as for European research. As Prof. 
Eberhard Jaeschke, member of the BESSY 
management, explains Ôthe FEL will not only bring a 
major increase in brilliance. Its special polarisation 
properties are of enormou s importance in showing, 
for example, how to build the magnetic memories of 
the future, or how cell membranes function, etc.  

 
 

The cases presented in this special 
section, have been selected among 
those published by the EC in ÒRegions 
for Economic ChangeÓ . The first sheet 
has been published in the edition of 31 
of October 2007.  

 

Its extreme light intensity will allow us to 
analyse in the laboratory even the tiniest traces 
of atmospheric contamination.  
 
What is causing the greenhouse e ! ect? Or the 
problem with the ozone layer? This instrument 
will improve humanÕs ability to understand all 
these phenomena.  
 

The project is co -Þ nanced by the ERDF and 
involves, before building the actual installations, 
study and design activities carried out by a team 
of researchers and engineers over a period of 
three and a half years. Their activities will 
include technical design, computer simulations 
and development of a superconductive 
accelerator structure.  
 

A climate of close cooperation and a high ly 
integrated approach are initial guarantees of 
success. Once the necessary Þnancial resources 
are obtained from the federal authorities, 
implementation will be carried out by the 
principal partners: the WISTA, the Hahn - Meitner 
Institute (HMI), the Max - Born Institute (MBI) 
and Deutsches Elektronen Synchrotron (DESY).  
 

The entry into service of this facility, from 2010, 
will permit the creation of 175 jobs at the site 
and will considerably strengthen Berlin -
AdlershofÕs position as a scientiÞc and technical  
pole of attraction.   
 

Note  
BESSY stands for:  
Berliner Elektronenspeicherring -Gesellschaft fŸr 
Synchrotronstrahlung. A synchrotron is a ring 
from several dozen to several hundred metres in 
circumference in which electrons circulate at 
great speed.

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The European Investment Bank is 
evaluating a loan request from the Zlín 
Region  
 

The Zl’n Regi on has presented a request for a 
direct loan from the European Investment Bank, 
the main financial Institution of the European 
Union.  

The credit, to be set up as a framework facility, 
will cover the Zl’n RegionÕs needs pertaining to 
the 2007 -13 EU Structu ral Funds programming 
period. The project proposal under evaluation 
comprises schemes included in the Regional 
operational programme Central Moravia and in 
national sectoral operational programmes, as 
well as possibly some schemes without any EU 
grant assi stance.  

The project will promote favourable conditions 
for economic and social development in a 
Convergence objective region.  
The total costs of the project amount at 7 billion 
CKK, and the loan of the EIB should consist in 2 
billion CKK.  

 

Structural Funds in Czech Republic 
Now starting the Transport Operational Program  
  

On 10 December 2007, the European Commission approved the Operational Programme ÒTransportÓ for 
the Czech Republic under the Convergence Objective for the period 2007 -13. The total budge t of the 
Programme is around #6.8 billion and includes Community assistance through the European Regional 
Development Fund (ERDF) and the Cohesion Fund of some #5.8 billion, which represents approximately 
21.7% of the EU investment earmarked for the Czech Republic under the Cohesion Policy for 2007 -13.  

The Transport Programme is now entering into the implementation phase. It aims to improve 
constructing and upgrading the Trans -European Transport Networks (TEN - T) network, introducing 
modern management method s and setting up advanced transport technologies.  
 

The following are some of the key expected impacts resulting from the Transport Programme:  

-  40% reduction in the number of traffic accidents in areas covered by the Programme  

-  16% reduction in the level of exposure of inhabitants to air pollution  

-  passenger and freight transport activities increased by 20% and 10% respectively  

The Transport Programme is structured along the following priority axes:  

Priority 1:  Upgrading and Development of the TEN -T Rai lway Network [around 37.9% of total funding]  

Priority 2:  Construction and Upgrading of Motorways and Roads in the TEN -T Network [approximately 
27.9% of total funding]  

Priority 3:  Upgrading Railway Networks outside of the TEN -T Network [around 6.9% of tot al funding]  

Priority 4:  Improving Transport on Class I Roads outside of the TEN -T Network [approximately 18.2% of 
total funding]  

Priority 5:  Upgrading and Development of the Prague Underground and Systems for Managing Road 
Transport in the City of Prague [ approximately 5.7% of total funding]  

Priority 6:  Support of Multimodal Freight Transport and Development of Inland Waterway Transport 
[approximately 2.0% of total funding]  

Priority  7:  Technical Assistance [approximately 1.4% of total funding]
