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Europe discusses of Climate change and
reconciliation

On the initiative of the President of t he European
Commission, JosZ Manuel Barroso, an informal
dialogue took place on 5 May in the headquarters of
the European Commission, bringing together around
twenty high -level representatives of Christianity,
Judaism and Islam in Europe.

The meeting was co-chaired by EC President Barroso,
Slovenian Prime Minister and current President of the
European Council, Janez Jan  Sa, and the President of
the European Parliament, Hans - Gert PSttering.

This year, discussions centred around "Climate
change: an ethical challenge for all cultures".

At the opening up of the meeting, President Barroso
declared: "Climate change obliges all of us to take
urgent action. Each part of civil society must
contribute to ensuring a sustainable future of our
planet. Thanks to their outreach and role in our
societies, religions and communities of belief are well
placed to make a valuable contribution in mobilising
them for a sustainable future. Let's unite in our
common endeavour and prove that the preachers of a
clash of civilisations are wrong”.

The President of the European Counil, Janez Jan Sa, insisted: "The environment is not only natural but also a
sacred place. Community and loyalty between man, nature and the Creator is a basic principle of Judaism,
Christianity and Islam a  like. Climate change requires us to rethink how we channel imagination, ingenuity

and entrepreneurship into creating a world, free of dependence on fossil fuels, and yet prosperous and

connected as never before. This would not mean that we should get away with what we have achieved. We
should only rethink our achievements and look at them from a different point of view."

As 2008 is the European Year of Intercultural Dialogue, the high -level meeting is a welcome opportunity to
focus also on the topic of "Rec  onciliation through intercultural and inter -faith dialogue".

EP President Psttering said "Intercultural dialogue is a key instrument to building bridges between people

and to safeguarding peace based on mutual respect. Intercultural dialogue therefore is a Iso an important
contribution to the European Union's relations with its neighbouring countries, in particular in the

Mediterranean Region.

Now that the borders within Europe are fading, people from an
even greater mix of cultures and backgrounds are coming together, mingling their
voices in an ever growing dialogue of their unique stories and experiences.

As Europe grows together in its diversity, the European
Commission challenges all citizens to captu re their vision of
intercultural dialogue and share it with the world in the

competition OCultures on my streetO. All European residents,
regardless of age or origins, are invited to participate. [tOs as easy
as grabbing a camera and stepping outside the f ront door .

Inspiration for the theme could be found in the fields of education,
religion, migration, science, culture, minority groups or youth.
Participants are free to explore the possibility of retouching and
editing their photos, or making photo coll ages and montages.

Conditions for participation

* The competition is open to all EU residents.
* Each participant may enter a maximum of three photos.
* Participants should keep copies of all material submitted as entries will not be returned.
* All participant s must register for the competition by completing the official entry form.
* All participants must certify on the entry form that the material is their own and copyrights have not
been violated.
* Participants must prove that all individuals depicted in the su bmitted photos have agreed to be used
for this purpose.  Accordingly a waiver for this purpose will be available for download on the website
» All participants must agree to the subsequent use of their photo material by the European Commission
for measures related to the European Year of Intercultural Dialogue 2008.
* The deadline to enter is 30 June 2008.

Photos

Among the other re  quirements, the original photos have to respect the following points.
* The photo motif should capture your vision of intercultural dialogue. Go out to your neighborhood,
walk through the streets of your town and catch that special moment when cultures meet. This might
be people talking, learning, praying, laughing or simply being together.
* The photo should have a universal appeal for people all across the EU.
* The photos may be edited by the participant. This means that the presentation of the motif may be
ma nipulated in colour or composition (montage, collage, retouching etc.) to differ from the original
motif. Re -sharpening and correction of the tonal value is also permitted.

Prizes

* The 1st prize is a professional digital EOS 5D camera from Canon with a 24 -105mm zoom lens. The
first prize winner will also be rewarded with a trip to three European capital cities (2 days per city, for
6 days in total). (The first prize has an equivalent value of approx. €5,000)

* The 2nd prize is a professional digital D300 c amera by Nikon with a18  -200 zoom lens. The winner of
the second prize will receive a trip through two European capital cities (2 days per city, for 4 days in
total). (Second prize has an equivalent value of approx. €3,000)

* The 3rd prize is a digital K10 D camera by Pentax witha 18  -55 mm zoom lens and 55  -200mm zoom
lens, along with atwo  -day trip to one capital city in Europe. (Third prize has an equivalent value of
approx. €2,000)

The new call for proposals

The European Commission has published a new call
for proposals in the field of Youth.

This call for proposals seeks to support projects that
draw the attention of young people and youth
workers to information and communication actions
with a European accent. Proposed projects must
result in a greater provision of quality information
and improve young people's access nationally and at
European le vel to information and various
communication outlets.

Overall, proposed projects shall seek to encourage
involvement by young people in public life and to
facilitate the realisation of their potential as active,

responsible citizens.

Preference will be given to innovative and wide -
ranging projects focusing on subjects that are topical

or of interest to young people or youth workers, and

which ref lect the priorities of the O Youth in Action®
programme, namely:

participation of young people

cultura | diversity

european citizenship

inclusion of marginalized young people

The end beneficiaries of these projects are young
people and people working in the youth sector, either
within youth organisations or youth structures, or for
regional and loc al authorities.

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Participants

Proposals must be submitte d only by non
making or non governmental organisations, or
by local or regional public bodies, that are
endowed with legal personality and were legally
established at least one year before the date of
submission of their application in one of the
countries covered by the programme.

The programme countries are the Member
States of the European Union, the countries of

the European Free Trade Association (EFTA)
which are par ties to the agreement on the

European Economic Area (EEA): Iceland,
Liechtens tein and Nor way, the candidate
countries for which a pre  -accession strategy has
been established (Turkey).

Projects must involve partners from at least two
different countries (including the applicant
organisation), at least one of which must have
its r egistered office in one of the EU Member
States.

Applications must be sent to the Education,
Audiovisual and Culture Executive Agency by 30
June 2008 at the latest, as evidenced by the
postmark.

Budget
The total budget allocated to all the co
projects under the call for proposals is estimated
to be EUR 900.000.

Financial assistance from Europe may not
exceed the maximum of 80% of the project's
total eligible expenses.

The maximum grant per project may not exceed
EUR 100 000.

Project act ivities must start between 1 January
2009 and 31 March 2009. Projects must run for
at least 12 months but no more than 18 months.

Applications must comply with the requirements

Public health and health  -care are strategic issues
not only as essential elements of the quality of

sustainable socio -economic development.

ropean Regicral and Local Health Authorties The importance of the efficient management of
healthcare in an ageing society is more and more
evident. Even the European Union is aware of
that and is multiplying its engagement for
supporting all the involved parties (national and
regional governments, local administrations,
private entities, etc.) in defining modern and
effective models for the provision of services in
this field.

The Zlin Region in Brussels has s tarted working
hard on this topic and has decided to create a
partnership around healthcare for the next Open
Days (BIRTH B Bringing Innovative Regions
Together for Health).

In May 2008, the Representative Office in Brussels has made a new important step in the field. It has
prepared and presented the candidature of the Zlin Region for the membership within EUREGHA, the

European Regional and Local health Authorities Network. Created on January 30th 2006 following an
opinion of the Committee of Regions and the support of the European Commission, the network aims

to provide a forum where regional and local authorities and the European Commission can exchange
information, ideas and experiences on health care issues.

The candidature has been accepted and the Zlin Region is now registered as a member of the network.
Future steps will include the meeting with the partner coordinators for a joint exam of possible joint

initiatives and projects to be launched for mutual cooperation in the field of advanced servic es and
infrastructures for the health -care.

SupPolicy Project
The Zlin Region in Brussels contributes with an original paper

On the meeting of the 23 " of April 2008 in Milan, the
partners of the SupPolicy project discussed about a possible
model repr oducing the typical decision  -making process
usually adopted for the promotion of innovation oriented
policies at the Regional level.

The model should serve as a basis for the definition of
quick, efficient and effective strategies in the field of
innovati on at the local level. The Zlin Region in Brussels
participated to the meeting and took notes of the essential
features of the model.

Once back, it has started working on its possible application within the Region, especially in the frame
of the newly appr oved Regional Innovation Strategy D RIS Zlin.

The result has been an operational paper that OreadsO the model through its application within the
decision -making procedures of the Region. Some comments also integrate the paper, and notably with
reference to the strategic issues (such as the time, the human skills, the resources, etc.) needed for an
effective formulation and implementation of the innovation policy at the local level.

The paper has been addressed to the Project Coordinator (Finlombarda) that will make it circulate for
comments to the other partners. Future discussions should lead to the definition of the final version of

the model that will be proposed for assessment to the next workshop of SupPolicy, scheduled for

September 2008 in Zlin.
