SPECIAL FOCUS ON THE SEMESTER OF CZECH PRE SIDENCY  
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The Zlin Region inaugurates 
ÒCrossroads of EuropeÓ at the 
Committee of the Regions  

 
Crossroads of Europe is an itinerant exhibition 
presenting places of international significance, with 
their historical perspective: Velehrad in Moravia and 
Nitra in Slovakia.  
 

Both these t owns, tied by common European history 
and cultural heritage, were political and administrative 
centres of the Great Moravian Empire already in the 
9th  century. Their precious buildings, designed by 
architects coming from all over Europe, are other 
evidence s of the deep cultural importance of Velehrad 
and Nitra.  
 

Velehrad is famous also for the passage of the Saints 
Patrons of Europe, Cyrillus and Methodius. In fact, it 
was there in Velehrad that the two missionaries on 
their way to Thessaloniki in Greece, l aid the 
foundations of the written Slavic language.  
 

Today, Velehrad and Nitra are crossroads of people, 
institutions and organizations who met there under 
the patronage of the European Commission to discuss 
the new challenges faced by the modern society.  
 

Coming from past to present, Velehrad and Nitra are 
the perfect emblems of the roots of the European 
Union of nowadays.  
 

 

In order to promote in front of the European public the importance of Velehrad and of the Great Moravian 
Region, the Zlin Region in Brussels conceived a cultural exhibition that is now part of the official program of 
the Semester of Czech Presidency to the EU Council. The event has been even quoted as one of the main 
appointments of the Semester by the ex Minister for Foreign Affairs Ð Mr. Schwarzenberg in its introduction 
to the cultural program of the Czech Presidency.  
 

The project of the exhibition has been then developed in cooperation with the Olomouc Region in Brussels, 
Trencin and Nitra Representative Offices to the EU. It consis ts of an original presentation of documents, 
images, historical documents, handicrafts, dresses and accessories of the Great Moravian Empire. A 
selection of artistic pictures of Velehrad and Nitra completes this interesting exhibition.  
 

Conceived for the p ublic in Brussels, ÒCrossroards of EuropeÓ has been officially presented at the 
Committee of the Regions and inaugurated by CoR President Luc Van den Brande on the occasion of 
the regional fair of the 9 th  of May, the ÒEurope DayÓ.  
 

President Van den Bran de underlined the historical meaning of this ancient ÒtransborderÓ p[olitical 
entity, much more relevant for its contribution to the common cultural heritage than for the strength 
of its army or political institutions. The inauguration ended up with a toas t of special Moravian wine, 
offered by the promoters at a ÒGreat Moravia BarÓ expressively created for the occasion at the 
Committee of the Regions.

JOURNEE PORTES OUVERTES AT CO R 
 
On the 9th of May, the European Union 
celebrates its anniversary remembering 
the 9th of May 1950 when the French 
foreign minister Robert Schumann 
presented a declaration which led to the 
creation of what is now the EU.  
In order to commemorate the 
"Schu mann Day", the European 
Institutions open their doors to citizens 
and present them what EU is and how it 
works.  
 

Every year, the Committee of the 
Regions selects a short list of Regions 
that hold a stand in its premises to 
promote themselves and their rol e in 
Europe. The Zlin Region in Brussels has 
been regularly partner of CoR for the 
JournŽe Portes Ouvertes, and this year 
it decided to be present for the 
inauguration there of its cultural 
exhibition, prepared in cooperation with 
Olomouc, Trencin and Nitr a, and called 
ÒCrossRoads of EuropeÓ   
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On 9 May 1950, Europe made its first step towards the creation of what is now known as the European 
Union. In Paris that day, against the background of the threat of a Third World War engulfing the 
whole of Europe, the French Foreign Minister Rob ert Schuman read to the international press a 
declaration calling France, Italy, Germany and other European countries to pool together their coal and 
steel production as "the first concrete foundation of a European federation".  
To celebrate that day, now c onsidered the ÒEuropeÕs DayÓ  the EU Institutions open up their doors to 
present their activities to interested citizens. The Committee of the Regions always organises a Fair for 
a selected group of Regions wishing to promote their cultural attractiveness.   
As in past years, the Zlin Region was present, this time with the special ÒGreat MoraviaÓ project.

The exhibition turns to reach a wider public   

The exhibition proved to be a successful project, not only for the warm welcoming by EU 
Institutions and public in Brussels, but also for the positive cooperation it established am ong 
partner Regions, museums and involved staffs.  
This kind of initiative can be repeated in the future and a first example will be Ð after the 
Open Days 2009 Ð also the V4 project, with the presentation in Brussels of a series of young 
artists from Czech  Republic, Slovak Republic, Poland and Hungary.  
 
Together with its partners from Czech and Slovak Republics, the Zlin Region in Brussels coordinated 
the definition of calendar for the exhibition that covers an entire month, from the inauguration up to 
its conclusion. The basic appointments are resumed hereafter:  

12 May 2009  
Crossroads of Europe is presented at the official evening organized by the Slovak Republic to celebrate 
in Brussels the 5 th  anniversary of the entrance of the Country to the European Un ion. An exhibition 
space at the Royal Museum of Art and History in Brussels hosted the exhibition, enjoyed by around 
300 participants from the EU Institutions and all over Europe.  
 

13 - 29 May 2009  
Crossroads of Europe is hosted at the Representative Office  of the Zlin Region in Brussels.  
Three exhibition areas are created at the Office for the presentation of the images and materials 
coming from the partner Regions.  
 

The exhibition is open to public every day, during working hours, and special visits of stu dents and 
professors are also in the agenda.  
 

1 - 15 June 2009  
Crossroads of Europe goes to the Slovak House, in the exhibition areas prepared by the partner 
Regions of Nitra and Trencin.  
 

Also there, the exhibition will be open to public every day, during the working hours, while special 
visits of interested subjects can be easily organized.  
  

 

Promotional campaign for the exhibition  

To promote the exhibition, the Zlin Region in Brussels has organised a promotional campaigned that 
included specialised publ ications Ð starting with the official brochure of the Czech Presidency Ð 
websites (Czech Presidency, CzechReg, Zlin Region in Brussels) and press releases.
